Mercury:  one of the fainter of 
the planets, Mercury can be 
viewed on the western horizon 
just after sunset through much of 
October. Look to the west  after 
sunset on October 5th to see 
Mercury in conjunction with 
Saturn. By mid-November, 
Mercury enters conjunction 
with the Sun and on his way to 
becoming a morning star for the 
remainder of the year. The 
Moon will conjunct and occult 
Mercury on October 16th, 
November 14th, and December 
11th. 

Venus: the second-brightest 
object in the night skies after the 
Moon, Venus will remain as a 
morning star  throughout the 4th 
Quarter of 2012. The Moon can 
be seen in conjunction with  
Venus in the early morning 
hours of October 12th and 13th, 
November 11th and 12th, and 
again on December 11th and 
12th. 

Mars: the red planet looms in 
the western skies after sunset 
throughout the 4th Quarter of 
2012. Look for a conjunction of 
the Moon and Mars the evening 
of October 17th and 18th, 
November 15th  and 16th, and 
again on December 14th and 
15th. 

Jupiter: begins rising around 
10:30 p.m. at the start of the 4th 
Quarter. By New Year’s Eve 
Jupiter will be visible in the east 
at sunset. The Moon conjuncts 
Jupiter on October 4th, 5th, and 
31, November 1st, and on 
November 28th the Full Moon 
will conjunct and occult Jupiter. 
The final conjunction of the 
Moon and Jupiter for 2012, will 
be on December 24th and 25th. 

Saturn: hangs low in the fall sky 
at sunset at the beginning of 
October. By October 25th 
Saturn is in conjunction with the 
Sun and will reemerge as a 

morning star and by mid-
November be viewed with 
Venus on the eastern horizon in 
the pre-dawn hours. During the 
last 10 days of November and in 
to early December, Saturn and 
Venus will be in conjunction in 
the early morning sky. The 
conjunction of the Moon and 
Saturn in  October and 
November coincides with the 
New Moon making it difficult to 
see. However on December 
10th—12th, early-risers will be 
treated to a conjunction of the 
waning crescent Moon with 
Saturn, Venus, and Mercury, 
just before sunrise.  

Meteor Showers: The 
Orionid meteors will be at their 
peak on October 21st and the 
Geminid meteors on December 
13th—14th.
